As I write this, our nation is seeing a steady decline in new cases of coronavirus infection, and thankfully 

we are also seeing a decrease in the number of deaths associated with the virus. Some schools are 

readying for in-person learning, and some have already opened. Last Monday the CDC dropped its 14-day 

self-quarantine recommendation for travelers. By God’s grace, things are beginning to slowly ease up, 

and there is movement toward a renewed sense of normalcy. We are seeing this movement also among the 

people of our own congregation. On August 23 there were 133 people worshiping together in our 

building, and for more than a few this marked their first day back since we reopened in-person worship in 

June. It was a joy for me to see so many face to face. 

 

At the same time the virus is not gone, and so we continue to take precautions. By God’s grace no one in 

our church has contracted the virus, and it is my ongoing prayer that this will continue. I urge us all to 

take common sense measures when we are together that help to offset the spread of illness. On a human 

level, there is no failsafe, and we shouldn’t try to live as though there were. On the one hand we don’t 

want to act foolishly and put God to the test. On the other hand there are the troubles of living in a fallen 

world that we cannot avoid no matter how hard we try. Sometimes it is difficult to decide how to 

negotiate between these two things. Am I foolishly testing God, or am I trying to control things that are 

better left to the Lord? There is not always an easy answer to this, and each of us can sometimes draw 

different conclusions. 

 

Recognizing that many of us in our church are at different points on this dilemma, the elders have sought 

to approach our reopening slowly, asking for patience, and trying to accommodate as many views as 

possible. We are so grateful for the patience and good spirit that has been displayed by all of you as we 

walk through this together. 

 

In light of the improvements that we are seeing in the virus statistics, and also in light of the success we 

have had so far in our in-person gatherings since June, the elders have agreed to take a few more steps 

toward normalcy as we move into the fall season.

On September 13th we will reopen our in-person Sunday school for adults, youth, and children. 

Still wanting to be cautious, things will look a bit different than what we have been used to in the 

past, but it is a step in the right direction. More details will be coming. 
 

In addition we will be reopening our junior church for children 5 years – 2nd grade. 
 

Our Bible studies, small groups, and other ministry groups will resume, and each group will 

determine the format that works best for their members. Some will continue online, while others 

will choose in-person gathering. 
 

Also in September, we will be designating the gym as a mask-optional area during the morning 

worship time. During worship, people in the gym may choose to not wear masks, though we 

continue to encourage common sense distancing. At other times we continue to ask that masks be 

worn throughout the building, including the gym. 
 

Thank you all once again for your support and patience as we move through a challenging time. May God 

give us the grace to live graciously with one another as we keep our eyes fixed on the Lord, and on the 

goals of his kingdom.
